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Organ Transplantation Activities
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Through its activities in the field of transplantation, the Council of Europe
contributes actively to the implementation of high standards for the
protection of public health and for the promotion of human rights and
dignity since 1987.

Since 2007 the secretariat of the activities related to the transplantation
of organs, tissues and cells were transferred to the EDQM', and the
European Committee on Organ Transplantation (CD-P-TO) is in charge
of steering and coordinating the actions of the Council of Europe? in this
domain.

Council of Europe member states, countries party to the European
Pharmacopoeia’ convention, observer countries, the European
Commission, the World Health Organization, Council of Europe
Committees (European Health and European Bioethics Committees) and
several non-governmental organisations are represented in this newly
appointed Committee.

In the programme initiated by the Council of Europe in 1987, the
CD-P-TQ's mission is to:

e examine questions related to the transplantation of organs, tissues
and cells, notably as regards quality and safety standards and their
implementation;

examine the organisational structures concerning organ transplantation
with a view to improve these structures and address the causes of
organ shortage;

develop links between the exchange organisations throughout Europe;
propose ethical, quality and safety standards on professional practices;
monitor practices in Europe and assess risks linked to transplantation;
ensure the transfer of knowledge and expertise and develop
competencies of experts through training and networking;

contribute to awareness-raising of the population in general on organ
donation for transplantation;

assist member states in improving organ transplantation services by
promoting the principle of voluntary non-remunerated donations.

These goals are achieved by:

e elaborating reference standards on professional practices (e.g. Working
Group on specific topics, the Guide to safety and quality assurance for
the transplantation of organs tissues and cells),

e performing international surveys (e.g. survey on organ trafficking
published on the Council of Europe's website in 2003; figures on
organ donation and transplantation: Transplant Newsletter, yearly
publication),

e elaborating tools for professionals to promote the constantimprovement
of ethical, organisational and regulatory frameworks in transplantation
by means of Recommendations (recommendations on key topics
e.g. Recommendation Rec(2006)15 of the Committee of Ministers
to member states on background, functions and responsibilities of a
National Transplant Organisation; Oviedo convention and its additional
protocol on transplantation of organs and tissues of human origin),

e supporting national initiatives and participating in assistance
programmes (e.g. joint EU-CoE projects in Moldova and Georgia) to
support the national organisations to improve their organisation, to
promote the principles defended by the Council of Europe and to raise
public awareness to organ transplantation issues.

The European Day for Organ Donation and Transplantation, hosted
every year in a different country with the support of local governmental
organisations or others, contributes to raising awareness of the public
on organ shortage and supports a general reflection on donation for
transplantation based on the principle of voluntary non-remunerated
donations.
